This crossing is a former railway
line that has been transformed
into a hiking trail linking
Abbeville to Bernétre (see leaflet

Go past the
cross and take the path between
the fence and the woods.

Opposite the church, turn
left to return to the starting
point.

St. Claude Chapel

The Festel Chapel was built
during the 16" century in
white stone and bricks and
has an elegant spire; it is
dedicated to St. Claude. This
name was once carried by

a number of people who,
because of their Christian
faith, their exemplary lifestyle
or for being a martyr, were
beatified or canonised. One
of the most famous lived

in the Conday Abbey, Jura,
during the 7™ century; five
centuries later it became

the town of Saint-Claude, a
shrine for pilgrimages and a
flourishing city.
